OUR SCHOOL

OAK HILL ACADEMY CURRICULUM

The curriculum at Oak Hill Academy is based on the Curriculum Assessment Policy Statements (CAPS) as designed
by the Department of Education. The teachers work hard to develop lessons that are relevant and exciting for our

learners.

Our teachers use interactive whiteboards for teaching and learning. We organize educational presentations at the

school and at educational venues. Our aim is to keep our learners informed of current events.

The CAPS curriculum is extensive and covers a range of subjects. Our Foundation Phase (Grade R-3) learners study
three languages; English - as a Home Language (HL), Afrikaans - as their First Additional Language (FAL) and Zulu

as an additional language.

In Grade 4, our learners will be doing Afrikaans as their FAL and are required to continue with their choice until
Grade 7.

In the Foundation Phase (Grade R-3), learners also study Mathematics and Life Skills. In the Intermediate Phase
(Grade 4-6), our learners will study English, Afrikaans, Mathematics, Natural Sciences & Technology, Social Science

(History & Geography) and Life Skills.

Our Grade 7 learners will study English, Afrikaans, Mathematics, Natural Science, Social Science
(History & Geography), Economic Management Science, Art & Culture, Technology and

Life Orientation.

PAYMENT

The rates quoted are payable monthly (excl. December), in advance, on or before the last day of each month.
Please note that school fees are payable in full - even when your child is sick or you are going on holiday, to
ensure your child’s place, when he/she returns. Interest/penalty fees will be levied on any fees paid after the last
day of each month.

Should a parent or guardian fail to make payment for a period of 1 (one) month, the school reserves the right to
refuse entry to the child until such time as the school fees have been paid up to date, and the parent or
guardian has signed a debit order authorisation or paid the balance of the year's fees in advance. NB! — Only
Registration Fees and School Fees to be paid into school bank account. All other payments to be made to the

office in cash.

NOTICE OF TERMINATION

One Calendar Months written notice (letter or email to accounts@oakhillacademy.co.za ) is required to remove

a child from the school (to be acknowledged in writing by the Accountant only). A full government term'’s fee will

be charged in lieu of notice. Please do NOT give verbal notice or notice letters to your child’s teacher.

ENROLMENT / RE - REGISTRATION FEE
A registration fee of R550.00 is payable on date of first enrolment, and R350.00 re-registration fee for each

subsequent year that your child attends Oak Hill Academy. NB! Failure to pay a re-registration fee DOES NOT

constitute notice that your child will not be returning the following year. This fee is non-refundable.

EDUCATION

The CAPS structured Foundation Phase education & development program is presented during school terms.

SCHOOL REPORTS

These are issued in March, June, September and December. We have parent’s evenings once a term. Should you

wish to discuss your child’s progress any other time, please don't hesitate to contact the office for an

appointment with your class teacher and/or the Principal.

SCHOOL HOURS
Classes start strictly at 08:30. Oak Hill Academy opens at 06h30 in the morning and closes at 18h00 in

the afternoon. These hours are applicable Monday to Friday. Parents of children not attending aftercare

OUTINGS AND EVENTS

An annual fee of R550.00 must please be paid in cash on or by the first day of school to the office for all outings

and events for the year.

EXTRA MURAL ACTIVITIES

We offer Music to our grade R pupils. Music costs R100 per term and is compulsory. (Part of Language

Development Program) See list of other Extra mural activities offered to our Grade R's.

Music fees must please be paid in cash directly to the office.

SNACK

Please pack a healthy lunch for your child to have during break time. No sweets or Fizzy cold drinks please. Any

of these brought to school will be send back home. A healthy cooked lunch will be provided for full day pupils.

SCHOOL READINESS

We have an Educational Psychologist who would be able to assist you and your child with any school related

problems. School readiness tests are done for Grade R pupils in July every year.

SECURITY

On enrolment, your fingerprint will be registered to grant you access to the property. Please escort your child
into the property and hand him/her over to the teacher on duty. Do not allow your child to enter the premises
unaccompanied. Please do not allow anyone to enter the premises with you. Our security guard is on duty

during school hours.

ADMINISTRATION PROCEDURES

e Oak Hill Academy must be notified immediately of any change in address or telephone numbers.

e Please ensure that all medicines are marked and discussed with the relevant teacher. Oak Hill Academy
does not administer Anti-Biotics and Vitamins.

Please do not leave medication in your child’'s bag. Children will not be given any medicine (including
pain and fever medication e.g. Panado, Stopayne etc.) if the medication file has not been filled in, signed
and dated by the child’'s parent or guardian.

e For the safety of all concerned - no children with contagious illnesses may come to school. Should a
child with a contagious illness arrive at the school, the school shall have the right to refuse the child
entry or if the child is already at the school, the school shall have the right to phone the parents or
guardian to collect the child immediately. The child shall be kept in the office until collected. Also,
children with head lice will be sent home immediately. See lllness Report

e Your child’s vaccinations must be up to date. Proof of vaccinations to accompany enrolment forms.

e Please let us know when someone else will be collecting your child, by phone call or written notification.
Only a phone call from parents will be accepted, not from aunts or grandparents etc.

e Please ensure that your child brings his/her school bag and books to school every day.

e Homework will be sent home every Monday, and must please be completed, signed and
returned to class every Friday.

All fees for shows, activities, outings etc. MUST be paid for in cash to the office and NOT as part of

school fees.

Serving healthy snacks at preschool sets a great example for children and can be simple to prepare.

Fruits and Vegetables

Bananas - Cut into quarters or halves with peel on for convenience

Apples and Pears — Sliced into wedges

Melons — Cubed or use a melon baler for fun shapes

Beans — Make bean dips like refried bean dip or hummus

Yogurt - Try using plain, low fat yogurt and serving with fruit or a touch of honey

Cheese - Slices of Cheddar or Gouda or Cottage Cheese

Cheese sticks

Small pieces of cut up chicken, beef, or turkey

Cut up fruit and yoghurt Cheese and whole grain crackers

Half of an English muffin with melted cheese Fish fingers

Cheese cubes and dry bread sticks ~ Bananas dipped in wheat germ
Cottage cheese with fruit or vegetables ~ Whole wheat crackers with tuna
Fruit kebabs - fresh pineapple, orange pieces, apple chunks, etc. Popcorn
Egg bread & tomato sauce

Snack mix consisting of items such as non-sugared cereals, pretzels, and dried fruits
